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St. Callistus: Patron saint of cemeteries 
 

 

 Every year on October 14, the Catholic Church celebrates the feast of St. Callistus I, who served 
as Pope from  217 to 222. St. Callistus had a very colorful background.  
 

 According to reliable accounts, he was a slave, then somehow got implicated in an ancient bank-
ing scam. As a result he ended up doing hard labor in the salt mines of Sardinia. After serving his prison 
sentence, he became friendly with a woman named Marcia, the mistress of Emperor Commodus. 
Through his friendship with Marcia, St. Callistus became friendly with Pope Victor I, and especially 
friendly with Pope Zephyrinus, who ordained him to the priesthood.  Pope Zephyrinus appointed St. Cal-
listus to manage the Christian cemeteries of Rome.  Hence, St. Callistus became the patron saint of 
Catholic cemeteries. (St. Joseph of Arimathea is the patron saint of undertakers.) 
 

 The fact that a cemetery manager could rise to become the Bishop of Rome shows that ancient 
Christians regarded the proper burial of the dead as an important task for the church. Following Jewish 
custom, Christians venerated the bodies of deceased loved ones, especially martyrs who had been exe-
cuted for their faith. Under the direction of St. Callistus, some catacombs (a Greek word that means “at 
the ravine”) were constructed for Christian burial. The catacombs were tunnels lined with coffin-like 
chambers that could receive as many as three corpses each. After the bodies were interred the niches 
were sealed with slabs of stone. From the Middle Ages up until the late 16th centuries, the catacombs 
were almost completely forgotten. Not until 1864 were they rediscovered by Giovanni Battista de Rossi, 
the great Italian archeologist. 
 

 Christians valued full body burial so highly because of the strong belief in the resurrection of the 
human body. The word cemetery itself comes from the Greek word that means “sleeping place.” Ceme-
teries, then, were not seen as the “final resting place,” but the place of eventual resurrection. This belief 
is wonderfully expressed in the Benedictine custom of inscribing all headstones with the hopeful words, 
“Here will arise (Name).” 
 

For a long time, this emphasis on the intimate connection between the corpse and bodily resur-
rection led Christians to oppose the cremation of corpses. Though cremation was wide-spread in the Ro-
man Empire, by the 5th century it had virtually disappeared, except during times of plagues and other ca-
tastrophes. Even though the Church clearly preferred “full body burial,” burial in imitation of Christ’s 
burial, the Church didn’t outlaw cremation until the 19th century. This happened because those who ac-
tively promoted cremation had definite doctrinal motives: they mocked the possibility of bodily resurrec-
tion. If there’s no corpse, they argued, then resurrection is impossible. In response to this denial of resur-
rection, the Code of Canon Law of 1917 strictly prohibited cremation. 

 

As early as 1964, the strict prohibition on cremation was removed. However, even the 1983 Code 
of Canon Law says: “The Church earnestly recommends that the pious custom of burying the bodies of 

the dead be observed; it does not, however, forbid cremation unless it has been chosen for reasons 

which are contrary to Christian teaching.” St. Callistus, for sure, must be happy to know that our parish 
still operates two beautiful Catholic cemeteries.
